	It has been two years since I last wrote you regarding my bicycling adventures.  The 2001 trip which started in Littleton, New Hampshire was another successful ride.  I’m back in the saddle again training harder then I ever thought I could.  This August is the tenth PPRAC trip, which I will be participating.  My last three trips were recording breaking years for the American Cancer Society and Dream Come True.  I personally secured donations of over $11,000 in my past three riders (1995, 1997 & 2001) with hopes to raise an additional $4,000 for PPRAC XI.  Please join me again as I shape up for my tenth Pennsylvania Perimeter Ride Against Cancer, a 500-mile bicycle tour that raised over $500,000 to fight cancer and make dreams come true for child who are seriously ill.





     The PPRAC involves 45+ cyclists committed to fighting cancer.  Every other year, we secure donations from caring individuals like yourself and embark on a rigorous six-day ride.  The Perimeter Ride generates substantial funds for the American Cancer Society and serves as an opportunity for healthy individuals to take a symbolic stance against cancer.  PPRAC XI is scheduled for August 3-9, 2003 and will start in Oswego, New York and finish in Palmerton, Pennsylvania, see map.  That’s six days and 500 frequently hot and hilly miles of pedaling!





     To qualify for the PPRAC, however, each rider must raise a minimum of $1,000.  The bulk of your money goes to the American Cancer Society and a percentage to Dream Come True, an Allentown based support group for seriously ill children.  (The generosity of host churches along the PPRAC route allows us to keep overhead small.  Therefore, nearly every dollar you contribute goes directly to our charities.)  Every little bit does count!  





     The PPRAC is known for its difficult routes, long days (up to 100 miles) and “rustic” sleeping accommodations.  These modest discomforts are an accepted part of the Perimeter Ride experience, as they act to bring us more in touch with the suffering of those we are trying to help.  Cancer has hit the homes of many of our riders, mine included, thus serving to elevate the PPRAC from a cycling vacation with a cause to a personal crusade against cancer.  I hope you can help!
