Heading a fundraising meeting one day I questioned a crowded room.  I knew the obvious answer and sure enough almost every hand had raised.  “Who has been to Disney World?”


To many, Disney is just a feasible vacation spot, a must see.  To others it’s an escape from pain, a star to touch…a lifelong dream.  Sadly, for most of those dreamers life is usually not so long.

Chris is an adorable five-year-old little boy from Easton.  In April of 2000 he began experiencing a sudden onset of severe headaches and vomiting to which his parents attributed to an incident of bumping heads with another child.  Doctors believed the vomiting to be due to a stomach virus but the vomiting and headaches persisted relentlessly.  Rigorous testing revealed no abnormalities until a CAT scan eventually discovered the cause of the little Chris’s pain.  He was diagnosed with a medullablastoma malignant brain tumor.  He underwent surgery as well as grueling radiation and chemotherapy.

Chris’s dream was to visit Mickey’s house with his family.  With the help of the Perimeter Riders and Dream Come True, they were able to visit Disney World!  Both Chris and his family had a wonderful trip and thankfully his condition is currently stable.

Eight-year-old Zach from Coplay is another child we have been fortunate enough to help.  With little Zach’s symptoms doctors initially thought he had Lyme’s Disease.  Further testing revealed it was not Lyme’s at all, it was cancer.  Zach was diagnosed with acute lymphoblastic leukemia, ALL.  He required exhausting chemotherapy and spinal taps every month.

Zach’s wish was to go to Disney World with his family.  They actually became the first family to go to Sea World’s newest park, “Discovery Cove”, and swim with the dolphins.  Zach even spread the blessing further and touched other lives by starting a fundraiser at St. Christopher’s Hospital raising over $9,000 for the hospital’s pediatric oncology unit.
